Call for Proposals – Researcher Conference Funding Competition 2016/17
The artsmethods@manchester Programme has made funds available to support the organisation of interdisciplinary postgraduate research conferences to take place in the academic year 2016/17. There will be four separate competitions for funding applications.  Awards of up to £750 will be made to successful applicants. The amount of funding made available in the next academic year will be spread equally between each competition in order to ensure that funds are fairly allocated. Funding must be spent by the end of the financial year (31 July 2017).

The competition is open to postgraduate researchers from across the Faculty of Humanities who wish to organise and deliver an event relating to research in the Arts, Cultures and Languages. Please note that there is a separate competition for Researcher-led Initiatives. All conference proposals should have tangible outcomes and bring together researchers from disciplines across the Faculty. The panel will consider funding a number of conferences, should there be a range of viable proposals, and the funding will be distributed accordingly.  Proposals that identify ways in which the conference will enhance the professional development of participants as career researchers will be looked upon favourably.  Applicants are also asked to identify how their conference will promote the discussion of research methods, approaches to research and advances in knowledge. Approval to organise the event should be sought from supervisors beforehand.

Closing dates for applications: 14/09/16, 23/11/16, 25/01/17 and 15/03/17. Please send applications to artsmethods@manchester.ac.uk
New in 2016-2017, all funding decisions will be made after an interview with Artsmethods Director and members of the Researcher Development Team. Interviews will generally be scheduled 10 days after the submission of the applications. Interviews will focus on the originality of the project, its interdisciplinary reach, its budget and its proposed outcomes.  

Also new in 2016-2017, catering expenses may not exceed 1/3 of the award. 

While it is expected that all organisational details will be managed by the successful applicants, Ms Nicola Sheehan, Researcher Development Officer, will be available for consultation, email artsmethods@manchester.ac.uk. You must submit a 500-word report on your event and it would be useful to share any other materials (photographs, video, recording) that can be placed on our website.
