ARRIVING IN HALL

The entrance to Opal Gardens is set back off the road. Cross the pathway on Hope Road (next
to the Rampant Lion Pub) and press the button for the Porters Lodge on the intercom at the
main gates for access. Please go straight to the Porters Lodge/Reception to collect your
room keys.

The Reception at Opal Gardens is open for key collection 24 hours.

If you have any administrative enquiries upon your arrival you will need to wait until the Hall
Administrative Office is open. The Hall Administrative Office is located at Dalton Ellis Hall and
the opening hours are 08:00 to 18:00 Monday to Friday. Closed Saturday and Sunday.

BY ROAD Opal Gardens is situated on Hope Road which is a small road off Anson Road, Anson Road is a
continuation of Upper Brook Street which leads from the City Centre and connects to the Mancunian Way
(A57M) which links into the M56, M6, M60 (Manchester Orbital Motorway), M61, M62, M66, M67 and M602
Motorways. From the A57M, follow the signs for the University of Manchester.

PARKING: Parking is available at Opal Gardens at the cost of £5.00 per week. Parking must be arranged
prior to arrival if you intend to bring a car.

BY AIR Manchester International Airport is 12 km to the south of the city. Taxis cost around £15 - £20
from International Arrivals to the hall. There is also an express Rail Shuttle running every 10 minutes or
so from the Airport Station to Piccadilly Station. Taxis are cheap and available from Piccadilly to Opal
Gardens. A bus runs from Grosvenor Street to the airport.

BY COACH Opal Gardens is a 30 minute walk from Manchester International Express Coach terminal on
Chorlton Street. Taxis are cheap and available from the bust station to Opal Gardens.

BY RAIL Piccadilly main line station is approximately 2 mile away from Opal Gardens.
