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Judgment in case Ne 6/023/135/2016
Date: 29.11. 2016
The court ESTABLISHED:

The state enforcement officer of the Department for Compulsory Enforcement of Decisions of
the State Enforcement Service, subordinate to the Ministry of Justice of the Donetsk People’s
Republic applied to the court with a claim to order the temporary restriction of the right of
leaving the country by the debtor—an individual, LITIGANT_1. He motivated his claim by the
fact that the summary enforcement proceedings Ne 28/3-16C were opened on April 12, 2016
in the Department for Compulsory Enforcement of Decisions of the State Enforcement Service,
subordinate to the Ministry of Justice of Donetsk People’s Republic. The legal proceedings
were initiated on the basis of the writ of execution Ne 2/031/468/2015 of March 30, 2016 and
April4, 2016, issued by the Kirovsky interdistrict court of Donetsk, Donetsk People’s Republic
(DPR), regarding the recovery of the debt from LITIGANT_1 in favor of LITIGANT_2 on the
basis of a loan agreement in an amount of 1 548 145,00 Russian roubles.

The state enforcement officer did not appear at the court session, although he was duly notified
about the time and place of the hearing. As the non-appearance of the state enforcement official
does not preclude the consideration of the claim, the court finds it possible to examine the case
regarding the requested temporary restriction of the right to leave the territory of the Donetsk
People’s Republic until the time when the debtor satisfies his obligations in line withthe
decision without the intervention of the state enforcement.

By the decree of the Council of Ministers of the Donetsk People’s Republic Ne 40-1 of October
22, 2014 «On the creation of the judicial system»,the operation of Ukrainian judicial bodies
(courts) in the territory ofDonetsk People’s Republic was prohibited.

Courts of general jurisdiction conduct civil proceedings in accordance with the Declaration of
Sovereignty of the Donetsk People’s Republic, the Act on the Proclamation of State
Independence of the Donetsk People’s Republic, the Constitution of the Donetsk People’s
Republic, and the Interim Order on the court system, approved bythe Decreeof the Council of
Ministers of the Donetsk People’s Republic Ne 40-2 of October 22, 2014, the Decreeof the
Council of Ministers of the DPR «On the application of lawsin the territory ofthe Donetsk
People’s Republic in the transitional period Ne 9-1 of 6 February, 2014» as amended. On the
basis of the latter decree, laws and other regulatory legal acts that were in force in the territory
of the Donetsk People’s Republic, were applicable as far as they do not contradict the
Constitution of the Donetsk People’s Republic, until the latter entered in force.

According to article 20 of the Constitution of the Donetsk People’s Republic, every person who
is legally present in the territory of the Donetsk People’s Republichas the right to move freely,
choose a place of residence and domicile in accordance with the law.

According to article 2 of Protocol Ne 4k of the European Convention on Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms (hereinafter—the Convention), which guarantees certain rights and
freedoms not provided for in the Convention and its First Protocol, everyone shall be free to
leave any country, including his own. No restrictions shall be placed on the exercise of these
rights other than such as are in accordance with law and are necessary in a democratic society
in the interests of national security or public safety, for the maintenance of ordre public, for
the prevention of crime, for the protection of health or morals, or for the protection of the rights
and freedoms of others.



Article 12 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights also stipulates that
everyone shall be free to leave any country, including his own. The above-mentioned rights
shall not be subject to any restrictions except those which are provided by law, are necessary
to protect national security, public order, public health or morals or the rights and freedoms of
others, and are consistent with the other rights recognized in the Covenant. As for the Ukrainian
legislation, these legal relationships are regulated by article 313 of the Civil Code of Ukraine
(hereinafter - CC), according to which an individual has the right to freedom of movement. An
individual, who has reached the age of 16 years old, has the right to free independent travel
outside the territory of Ukraine. An individual can only be restricted in exercising the right to
freedom of movement only in cases established by the law.

This right is classified in the CC as one of the personal non-property rights of the individual,
namely personal non-property rights that ensure the natural existence of an individual.
According to part 3, article 269 of the CC, personal non-property rights are closely related to
the individual. An individual cannot refuse and cannot be deprived of these rights.

Under article 10 of the Temporary Instruction on executive actions, a claim should specify the
requested measures (temporary restrictionof the right to leave the territory of the Donetsk
People’s Republic with or without withdrawal of the identity document/passport) and the name
of the authorities that should carry out those measures. The claim should also contain as annex
a copy of the enforcement document, the order on the opening of the enforcement proceedings
and copies of other documents (if applicable). The state enforcement official notifies the debtor
on the submission of the court regarding the temporary restriction of the right to leave the
country.

The court established that the summary enforcement procedure regarding the recovery of the
debt from LITIGANT_1 in favor ofLITIGANT_2 on the basis of the loan agreement in an
amount of 1 548 145,00 Russian roubles is ongoing in the Department for Compulsory
Enforcement of Decisions of the State enforcement Service, subordinate to the Ministry of
Justiceof the DPR. As LITIGANT _1 fails to fulfill his obligations, his monetary debt has been
established and he has not taken any action aimed at paying off his debt. Therefore, there are
groundsfor considering the issueof temporary restriction of the debtor’s right to leave the
territory ofthe Donetsk People’s Republic untilthe execution of his obligations specified in the
executive document.

However, from the documents attached to the submission one cannot see any proof on the
notification of the debt or about the opening of the enforcement proceedings and the evasion
of his debt obligations. Thus, the submission alleges that the copy of the order on opening of
the legal proceedings was personally handed over to LITIGANT _1, with his signature, and that
the latter came to the State Enforcement Service to give explanations regarding the non-
payment of his debt. However, not a single document was attached to the materials of the
submission to confirm that the debtor was aware of the opening of the legal proceedings and
the timing of his voluntary compliance action, although the state enforcement refers to it in its
submission. It should also be mentioned that the operative part of the submission does not
indicate the name of the authority responsible for the execution of the obligationas established
by the court decision in case of ordering the concerned restriction.

Taking into account the above-mentioned points, the court considers that the given submission
was filed prematurely, was not supported by documents, the state enforcement did not provide



evidence substantiating that the debtor evades the fulfillment of obligations imposed on him
by the court. There was no available information about the notification of the debtor about the
opening of the legal proceeding and about the timing of his voluntary compliance action.
Therefore, the court considers it necessary to refuse to uphold the submission.

Based on the foregoing and on article 20 of the Constitution of the Donetsk People’s Republic,
article 11 of the Interim Order «On administrative proceedings in the territory of Donetsk
People’s Republic», article 10 of the Temporary Instructionon executive actions, the European
Convention on Human Rightsand Fundamental Freedoms, guided by article 3771 of the Civil
Procedure Code of Ukraine, the court

DECIDES:

To reject the submission of the state enforcement of the Department for Compulsory
Enforcement of Decisions of the State Enforcement Service, subordinate to the Ministry of
Justice of the Donetsk People’s Republic, regarding the temporary restriction of the right to
leave the territory of Donetsk People’s Republic by the debtor LITIGANT _1 until he fulfills
his obligations in line with the executive document.

A cassation complaint against the court’s decision can be filed with the Supreme Court of the
Donetsk People’s Republic through Voroshilovsky interdistrict court of Donetsk within ten
days from the date of its announcement. If the decision was taken without the participation of
a person who appeals, the cassation complaint can be filed within ten days from the date of
receipt of the copy of the decision.
