1. There is an application form for MAP applicants who have an interest in
pursuing Medicine OR Dentistry OR Pharmacy at university.

2. There is an application form for MAP applicants who have an interest in
pursuing any other course at university that is_not Medicine or Dentistry
or Pharmacy.

If you wish to apply for the Manchester Access Programme you
must complete only ONE of these application forms.

The application form you complete will depend on the subjects you are interested
in studying at University.
