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PLEASE NOTE:
When selecting your course units you must ensure you take:

e 120 credits overall (including any core units)

e 60 credits in each semester (NB. you may, if you are choosing 10 credit Free Choice/Minor unit, take a
maximum of 70 and minimum of 50 credits in either semester).

e You may select up to 20 credits of units designed for level 1 students (course codes beginning with a ‘1’),
you usually are not permitted to take units offered at level 3. In exceptional circumstances it may be
possible to select up to 20 credits of UCIL-coded unit with a course code beginning with a ‘3’. You must
obtain approval for the Undergraduate Programmes Convenor if you wish to do this.

Particular programme guidelines:

e You MUST take at least 40 credits in Film-based units. You MUST select at least one Film-based study unit
(which could be the core unit Screen Culture and Society). Film-based options are indicated by (F).

e You MUST take at least 40 credits in Theatre-based units. You MUST select at least one Theatre-based study
unit (which could be the core unit Theatres of Modernity). Theatre-based options are indicated by (T).

e You MAY take either ONE or TWO practical units, one in each semester. It is not compulsory to take
practical units.

e (T/F)indicates a unit that may be taken either as a Theatre or Film-based units.

HELPFUL HINTS:

e The semester a unit is taught in is identified by the last digit in the course code. E.G CLAH30220. A ‘0’
identifies the course unit is taught over both semesters, a ‘1’ indicates Semester 1 and ‘2’ indicates
Semester 2

e Please check the timetable for units that you choose to ensure that there are not any clashes.
