	All students take a compulsory 30 credit core unit, Theoretical Approaches to Political Economy, which introduces both classical and contemporary theories of political economy and the basic concepts of the discipline.  
Each student will pursue their particular interests in political economy through one of four pathways:

A. Induction

An excellent relationship between students and teachers will be fostered from the beginning of the programme. Induction arrangements will include a general welcome, study advice and introduction to library and IT resources and how to use them, advice on assessment, and information about student support services. A welcome party will be held where students can get to know staff on a personal basis. 

Programme Handbooks will be given to all new students, with comprehensive information about all aspects of their degree programme. 

B. Student Support

The MA Programme Director will be available during office hours and on appointment to see any student on the programme. 

Small Group Teaching in seminars will allow students to be supported in their academic work in an individual way. Students are expected and encouraged to participate in various group activities designed to enhance the learning process. Learning and teaching through seminars provide the opportunity for students to acquire a variety of oral and written communication skills. Seminars also provide an environment in which members of staff can identify students who may have academic problems. The student is then referred to the Programme Director.

IT support is provided by Manchester Computing, with various on-line tutorials and personal help provided. Students are required to put their skills into practice e.g. in word-processing coursework essays, or researching topics using Internet resources. 

A Student Representative for the MAPE programme in the Politics DA will meet with the Programme  Director where he or she aids in the decision-making processes which affect student experience generally.

	Applicants are expected to have a first or upper second class Honours degree or its international equivalent. We welcome applicants from a range of degree backgrounds, including Economics, Politics, Philosophy, Anthropology, Sociology, and Geography.  

Candidates are expected to have at least one of the following: 

· ELTS - overall score of 7, including 7 in writing with no further component score below 6.0

· TOEFL IBT - overall score of 100 with 25 in each section.

· TOEFL code for Manchester is 0757

· Scores are valid for 2 years.

· For students who require a Tier 4 visa to study in the UK, your test score is valid for 2 years preceding the start date of the course.  CAS statements will be issued from June-September 2016.
