• You may only select units designed for level 1 students (course codes beginning with a ‘1’). In exceptional 
circumstances it may be possible to select up to 20 credits of UCIL-coded units with a course code beginning with 
a ‘2’. You must obtain approval for the Undergraduate Programmes Director if you wish to do this. 

 
HELPFUL HINTS: 

✓ The semester a course is taught in is identified by the last digit in the course code. E.G CLAH30220.  A ‘0’ 
identifies the course unit is taught over both semesters, a ‘1’ indicates Semester 1 and ‘2’ indicates Semester 2
