2. AIMS OF THE PROGRAMME(S)

These aims and learning outcomes are formulated in the context of the University’s Academic Standards Code of Practice, which identifies the provision of high quality teaching as one of the University’s primary aims. The Code states that ‘students pursue their chosen programmes under the guidance of academic staff who are active scholars in the areas which they teach and who can present the intellectual challenge of studying a subject in depth’. This is arranged through ‘well-organised and purposeful programmes of study with high standards in curriculum design, teaching and learning methods and assessment procedures’. In implementing this requirement we draw where appropriate on the Sociology subject benchmarks issued by the Quality Assurance Agency, and the National Qualifications Framework.

	Learning & Teaching Processes (to allow students to achieve intended learning outcomes)
	
	Assessment (of intended learning outcomes)

	Students achieve intended learning outcomes through a combination of lectures and tutorials at level 1, and by a combination of lectures, small tutorials and workshops at levels 2 and 3.  Students also receive personal supervision for their dissertations at level 3.
	
	The major forms of assessment are unseen written exams and assessed coursework which can be essays, reports and portfolios.  Students’ presentations and group work are also assessed.

	At level 1, Social theory courses cover the history of sociological theory, supported by tutorial discussion. Students also choose courses from a variety of areas of sociological study in which they learn how theory is applied in different areas of enquiry. At levels 2 and 3 elements of sociological theory are embedded in all courses where their applications can be explored.
	→
	At level 1, non-assessed tutorial assignments followed by examinations ensure students have breadth of knowledge. At levels 2 and 3 assessment is by assessed coursework and examinations which is linked to the particular applications of theory in each course.

	Lectures are supported by tutorials and seminars that are compulsory.  All absences are noted and acted upon.
	
	Feedback is given to each student for all coursework submitted both assessed and non-assessed.

	At level 1, workshops explore exemplars of sociological research as a basis for discussion on the use of evidence in sociology. At level 2, students learn and apply the methodological issues associated with a variety of methods in workshops. The workshops at levels 1 and 2 cover all aspects of sociological methods and include practical components to enhance students’ skill acquisition. At level 3, students carry out a small, independent piece of research for their dissertation.
	
	At level 1, practical assignments are used to assess students’ acquisition of basic research skills. At level 2, they complete a series of assessed projects based on workshop activities. At level 3, students complete a dissertation to demonstrate their capacity to conduct independent research.

	Each course has it’s own virtual learning environment (VLE) that students are encouraged to visit.  A selection of readings and lecture notes are posted on the VLE to extend the teaching process.
	
	

	Lecture/tutorial and workshop courses, streamed into indicative pathways, allow students to progress in chosen areas of specialist interest.

	Assessment

	At level 1, research exemplars provide students with an understanding of issues in research design. At level 2, workshops on research design prepare students for independent research, leading to a level 3 dissertation based on individual supervision with central co-ordination.
	
	At level 1 and 2, students complete a series of research methods assignments, proceeding to submit a research proposal and dissertation at level 3.

	Intellectual Skill B2 commences at level 1 with compulsory courses in social theory and research methods and optional courses in a variety of areas of sociological study.  This ability is developed further in level 2 with a variety of optional courses, and advanced in level 3 with specialist optional courses and a compulsory dissertation. The range of courses and indicative pathways allow students to reflect on social life using material from the UK and a number of other societies, as well as perspectives exploring issues of class, gender, race, and social interaction.
	→
	Students develop their sociological understanding through formative discussion and application of theory and methodology in tutorials, workshops and by submitting formative (non-assessed) written work.  They are assessed through a mixture of examinations, essays, projects (levels 1-3) and their dissertation (level 3).

	B3, is as for item B2 above, plus the structure of the programme means that students acquire a) knowledge and training in alternative perspectives and ways of thinking about issues (b) an ability to think comparatively and (c) an awareness of the contested nature and limits of many areas of knowledge.


	
	Students’ oral reasoning skills are developed through formative (non-assessed) tutorial and workshop discussion and presentations. Their written skills are developed and assessed across the 3 levels of study in essays, projects and the dissertation.

	At level 1, students are introduced to basic research methods in the core course Researching Culture and Society.  At level 2, students must take two research methods courses to enable them to become proficient users of up to date research software and to have a broad knowledge of issues in research methods.  Students are taught in practical workshops and tutorials by research-active staff.

	At level 1, practical assignments are used to assess students’ acquisition of basic research skills. At level 2, they complete a series of assessed projects based on workshop activities. At level 3, students complete a dissertation to demonstrate their capacity to conduct independent research.

	Assessment

	Students complete workshops on study skills embedded in the compulsory courses at level 1, and apply and develop these skills in workshops, tutorials and independent study and written work at all 3 levels of the degree programme. The non-credit bearing Sociology Futures programme of workshops covers a range of transferable skills and runs across all three years.
	
	These skills are assessed in practical projects and assignments and examinations, detailed in (A-B) above.

	Students complete assessed projects level 1 and 2 that help develop IT and bibliographic search skills. At level 3, in addition to optional courses, the dissertation programme requires advanced information management skills.
	→
	Students are expected to produce word processed essays for all assessed work. At levels 2 and 3, they are expected to undertake bibliographic searches to collect resources for their assessed work. This is particularly important for the dissertation.

	Skills in interpreting quantitative data are developed in workshops at level 1 and advanced in a data analysis course using SPSS at level 2. Students may also apply and develop these skills in a number of courses and in their dissertations.
	
	Students are assessed in data analysis in their level 2 methods courses. Skills in calculating and interpreting statistics are also required when using secondary sources and other evidence in many of the substantive courses that students take.

	Students develop their written skills in non-assessed and assessed work in a variety of formats and conditions (Examinations and essays, as well as posters, book reviews and other formats used in a number of optional courses).
	
	Presentations form part of assessment at all levels (Level 1 and 2 tutorial, formative; level 3 dissertation, part of summative mark).

	The ability to think, learn and to make decisions independently  is a component element of all courses and the programme as a whole, with the expectation that the ability to work independently increases as the students progress from level 1 to level 3.  Additional development of these skills occurs through other component elements of the programme.  These include the formal induction programme that introduces students to the teaching and learning resources in the Sociology Discipline Area and the University, sessions on career opportunities organised in conjunction with the Careers Service, and the Academic Advisee System.  
	
	Essays, projects and examinations, at levels 1, 2 and 3.

	Ability to organise and manage a demanding workload is a component element of all courses and the programme as a whole, with the demands of the work programme increasing as the students progress from level 1 to level 3.
	
	These skills are assessed in the overall package of assessed work and examinations that students have to prepare for and complete. In terms of individual pieces of work the demonstration of these skills is most evident in the successful completion of research methods projects at level 1 and 2 and in the dissertation at level 3.  

	Ability to engage constructively and effectively with others is a component element of all courses and the programme as a whole, which is developed in students’ participation in tutorials and workshops.

	Intended learning outcomes

	Year 1

(Certificate of Higher Education) 
	Level 1 aims:
1. To provide a foundation level of sociological study to prepare students for progression to the second level of the programme. 

2. To raise students' awareness of the nature of sociology as a discipline.

3. To introduce students to examples of how sociological frameworks can be applied within areas of sociology or neighbouring social sciences.  

4. To provide training in study and learning skills so that students are able to develop their intellectual potential.

5. To provide students with the academic and pastoral support that will enable them to settle into the University and succeed in their first year.

Level 1 learning outcomes

By the end of level 1 students will have:
1. Gained an awareness of the teaching and learning resources and related support systems available in the Discipline Area, Faculty and University through a comprehensive induction programme. 

2. Completed training in study skills and a series of related assignments to demonstrate their competence to study effectively and independently. 

3. Carried out a presentation demonstrating their ability to speak in an organised way in a public setting.

4. Demonstrated their competency in the use of word processing, email and the internet.

5. Demonstrated that they know and understand the fundamentals of the core perspectives within sociological theory.

6. Demonstrated an awareness of the nature of sociology as a discipline, and an understanding of the basic elements of research methods.

7. Demonstrated that they have acquired a foundation in at least one substantive area of sociology.



	Year 2

(Diploma of Higher Education)
	Level 2 aims:
1. To provide a series of 'gateway' courses that build on the foundation obtained in level 1, which are informed by the research activities and interests of staff, and prepare students for progression to specialised level 3 courses. 

2. To provide a choice of courses that enable students to develop their theoretical and substantive knowledge of sociology and their appreciation and comprehension of the complexity, variety and significance of diverse social processes. 

3. To deepen students' training in a variety of research methods so that they are able to conduct independent research.

4. To deepen students’ transferable intellectual and practical skills through the provision of courses with a suitably diverse range of teaching and learning methods. 

5. To guide students to prepare for their dissertation work in level 3.

6. To provide students with the academic and pastoral support that will enable them to develop their academic abilities and transferable skills in order to progress to level 3. 

Level 2 learning outcomes

By the end of level 2 students will have:
1. Demonstrated that they have developed theoretical and substantive expertise in at least two areas of sociology and are able to apply this knowledge.

2. Demonstrated that they have developed their research skills through a series of assignments. 

3. Demonstrated that they have enhanced their IT skills through training in SPSS and/or other data analysis packages embedded in assessed course work.

4. Demonstrated they have developed the intellectual and practical abilities necessary to collect, organise, interpret and evaluate ideas and evidence from a range of sources in order to address specified questions.

5. Demonstrated that they are able to use their knowledge and learning to develop coherent and informed analyses and answers.

6. Demonstrated their ability to effectively present and communicate their work in a range of assignment formats.

7. Demonstrated their ability to plan their work, prioritise tasks and work effectively to deadlines.



	Year 3

(B Soc Sc Sociology)
	Level 3 aims:
1. To provide specialist courses that build on the 'gateway' courses offered at level 2 and enable students to advance their academic and practical skills.

2. To provide a compulsory dissertation course that allows students to demonstrate their capacity for independent work and original research.

3. To provide a range of courses, taught by staff actively engaged in research in that field, that allow students to gain specialist expertise in their chosen areas of sociology.

4. To provide students with the academic and pastoral support that will enable them to successfully complete their degree.

5. To familiarise students with opportunities for further study and other career opportunities.

6. To offer students opportunities to reflect on their learning and relevance of these skills for their employment.

Level 3 learning outcomes

By the end of level 3 students will have:
1. Demonstrated their ability to initiate a project and undertake independent research through the completion of a dissertation.

2. Demonstrated that they have advanced their theoretical and substantive expertise in at least two areas of sociology, including knowledge of current research issues and debates in these areas.

3. Demonstrated that they are able to work effectively and at a high standard to collect, organise, interpret and evaluate ideas and evidence from a range of sources.

4. Demonstrated that they are able to use their knowledge and learning to develop coherent, informed and mature analyses and answers.

5. Demonstrated their ability to effectively present and communicate their work in oral presentation and in sophisticated pieces of writing.

6. Demonstrated their ability to plan their work, prioritise tasks and work effectively to deadlines.

7. The opportunity to attend sessions on career opportunities in employment and postgraduate study, organised by the School and the University’s Careers Service.




6. STUDENT INDUCTION, SUPPORT AND DEVELOPMENT (in order to deliver the year learning outcomes)

	A.  Student Induction

After students are accepted onto the programme they are sent by post an induction pack that includes the Programme Handbook.  This contains information about the Sociology Discipline Area, the programme structure, the programme specification and available course units.  Students also receive informal letters from the Programme Administrator and the Programme Director.  Details of how and where to register are enclosed.  During Induction Week, students are asked to attend a general welcome, sessions on study advice, an introduction to library and IT resources and how to use them, advice on examinations and assessment, information about student support services and advice from current student representatives.  Students will also attend a meeting with their Academic Advisor and PASS leaders. All new students are required to attend a library tour, which is scheduled in the first week of the academic year.  

B. Student Support and Development

Academic Advisors are assigned to each student before they arrive at the university and Sociology considers this to be the most important aspect of the programmes’ student support structure.  Students meet regularly with Academic Advisors, in addition to which students can request a meeting. A meeting can also be called if a student’s work and attendance gives cause for concern.  

Small group teaching in seminars, workshops and tutorials means that students are supported in their academic work in a personal way.  Students will have to write essays or do other work for the seminar-taker/workshop leader, and individual feedback on that work is provided.  Any student who is having academic problems is picked up by this way of teaching and referred to his/her Academic Advisor.  IT support is provided by IT Services, with various on-line tutorials and personal help provided.  Students practice their skills in each course unit in various ways such as presenting work using Powerpoint, or by completing coursework essays which have to be submitted word-processed according to precise guidelines.

Student Representatives serve on the Undergraduate Programme Committee which is the subject areas committee for the degree programme.  Therefore, student via their student representative aid in the decision-making processes which affect student experience generally.  Each semester Students Representatives attend a Programme Forum at each level which gives the students an opportunity to raise issues about the programme as a whole.

All students are required to attend a series of Sociology Futures workshops (4 per year) that support the development of a range of transferable skills for successful study and career planning.

8. CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION

	Candidates must be able to satisfy the general admissions criteria of the University and of the School in one of the following ways:

	· three A-level grades at grades BBB

· or  a single award Vocational A-level (6 unit) plus two A-levels at grades ABB or a double award Vocational A-level (12 unit) plus one A-level at grades ABB or BTEC National Diploma/Certificate with 6 distinctions and the remainder merits or 5 Scottish Highers at grades ABBBB or Irish Leaving Certificate at grades ABBBBB or International Baccalaureate with 32 points or above with grades 6/5/5 at Higher Level

We also normally require English GSCE at grade C or higher. GCSE or equivalent mathematics is desirable but not essential.

We welcome applications from mature students, overseas applicants and students with disabilities or specific learning difficulties. The normal entry route for mature students is through Access courses or the above qualification criteria, but we are happy to consider other qualifications. We invite all mature applicants to an interview. The entry requirements for overseas students are equivalent to those for home students. The University has dedicated support services for mature students, students with disabilities or specific learning difficulties and an English Language Support Unit.


9. PROGRESSION AND ASSESSMENT REGULATIONS

	Assessment Rules and Classifications

Students entering the University from September 2012 onwards are subject to the new regulations which are available here.

For 2012 entrants onwards the weighting is L1:L2:L3 0%:33%:67%.
Classification Criteria

70 – 100%       First Class:  Knowledge and understanding that is not only reliable and broad but also has depth and incisiveness.  Ability to do work that is either original in its approach or exceptional in its detailed accuracy.

60 - 69%         Upper Second Class: Sound and detailed understanding that covers the required area effectively.  Knowledge that does not simply reproduce the material in the lectures and introductory textbooks but depends in addition on independent reading and/or thinking.  Ability to present these arguments in a clear, precise and well-structured manner.

50 - 59%         Lower Second Class: Basic competence with the materials covered in lectures and introductory textbooks.  Ability to construct arguments that are properly directed to answering the question; mostly accurate understanding of a reasonable proportion of the essential themes and arguments.  Ability to present coherent lines of thought.
40 - 49%         Third Class:  Knowledge of some of the basic distinctions and principles as well as the ability to construct a relevant response, even if underdeveloped, to the question posed.

0 – 39%           Fail:  Not meeting the basic standard set for a Third Class degree or failing to meet one of the course requirements concerning work and attendance, plagiarism, cheating, etc.
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
