Bids in excess of £20,000 will be considered but will need to include a detailed breakdown of funding requirements, and will be subject to additional scrutiny. In all cases the Panel may contact bid submitters for more information or to discuss possible changes to the project proposal.  
Funding will be made available via an agreed overspend at School level. All bids must be approved by the Head of School or equivalent budget holder. The funding must be used within the financial year in which it is allocated. 
Criteria:

Board members will consider the following questions when assessing bids:
1. Does the project align with the strategic goals of the University and the Centre?

2. How will the success of the project be evaluated?

3. What are the benefits to students and/or staff?

4. Is the project innovative?

5. To what extent could the project contribute to pedagogic changes within the University and beyond?

6. How will the project be disseminated?

7. Is the project sustainable?

Bids should contain a completed cover sheet (attached) and a project proposal covering the following areas:

Bids should be no longer than 2 sides of A4 in a minimum font size of pt11 with standard margins. This does not include the cover sheet.
