	Collaborative Skills Development Call - Guidance
(2019-2020)



As the North West Consortium Doctoral Training Partnership welcomes its third cohort of students, we invite applications grants of between £2K and £5K for ambitious and innovative doctoral training initiatives focused on the needs of arts and humanities students in the institutions of the NWCDTP. The point of this scheme is to nurture help bring the different DTP partners together in developing the research skills and professional aptitudes of our students. We are not prescriptive about the kinds of activities which we seek to support, but we have identified a number of strategic priorities, and proposals that address one or more of these priorities may be at an advantage. 
These priorities are:

· Training in partnership working including public engagement and research impact. We would expect such training to be delivered in collaboration with organizations outside academia, such as one of the NWCDTP’s own strategic partners.

· The development of research skills in digital humanities.

· The development of skills in public policy engagement.

· Student-led conferences, especially if they involve international networking

· Career development initiatives
· The integration of PhD students into interdisciplinary research activities
Please note that we now have a separate scheme for funding student networks.

Eligible Applicants:
· Academic staff in arts and humanities disciplines from within any of seven HEIs within the DTP.

· Researcher Development staff with responsibility for arts and humanities training in any of the seven HEIs.

· Staff of any of the DTP’s strategic partner organizations, in conjunction with a named academic from one of the HEIs.

· Teams of PGR students, who must include at least two NWCDTP students.

Eligible Projects must:
· Be relevant to PGR students from a wide range of arts and humanities disciplines across the DTP.

· Begin in the academic year 2019-2020, but in the case of programmes of events they may continue into the following academic year, provided that this is made clear in the application.

· Generate an output or legacy of some kind: publications, podcasts, blog posts etc. as appropriate.
Eligible Costs (this list is indicative rather than exhaustive)
· Student travel (it is a requirement that the costs of NWCDTP students should be covered)

· Catering

· Costs of visiting speakers (travel, accommodation, subsistence) from outside the DTP. Fees may be paid where this is in accordance with professional norms.

· Limited payments to students for help with the administration of the events (student-led events are ineligible for funding under this head).

Ineligible Costs
· Room hire within one of the member HEIs.

· Staff costs for academic staff within the DTP.
