3. I don’t know how | got a grade A/B, or | fluked the exam, or | had
lots of private tuition, and | am really no good at maths, so can |
take the lower level maths and stats courses.

Answer: No. You have a higher level qualification than the
students on those lower level courses and would not learn
anything new.
