 In order to progress to the second year of the programme, it is necessary to pass the second semester of your 
compulsory core language unit with a mark of 40 or above. It is also necessary to pass at least 60 more credits 
with a mark of 40 or above, and a further 40 credits with a mark of 30 or above. You must pass at least 40 credits 
at the first attempt (i.e. not through resits). Please see your School Handbook for more information.
