Student Demonstrator Training
Course Overview
This is course is to enable you to become an effective laboratory demonstrator and teaching assistant. The course covers generic teaching skills and is held in the multi-user laboratories where many Undergraduate practical classes take place. The training consists of a full day that includes a theory part and a wet lab practical.  Postgrads will only be allowed to demonstrate on successful completion of the training and online assessment.
If you are not demonstrating in the immediate future but may wish to later, training can be "banked."   Those wishing to be involved in public engagement activities will also find the training useful.
Attendance at this course should be recorded in your Personal Development area. 
Dates, Times and Locations
Training dates are advertised on the announcements service, but training usually takes place in November/December, January and April. On-line registration will be available once dates are announced.
Please Note: It is important that all students discuss demonstrating duties with their supervisor before they are undertaken.  Failure to attend the training once registered for the course will result in a charge to your supervisor.
Aims
The University's Academic Standards Code of Practice requires that all graduate students who have teaching responsibilities undertake appropriate training. 
Intended Learning Outcomes
The course will give an introduction to teaching, learning and assessment and concentrate on effective teaching in large and small group situations, particularly in the laboratory.
