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Minimising food waste at events and meetings

In the UK around 15 million tonnes of food is thrown away every year, 9.0 metric tonnes of this food
waste is thrown away by hospitality and food services. Members of the University can help reduce
those numbers by thinking about what they order for University catered events.

Ensure accurate numbers

Before any event or meeting where catering has been ordered, it is important to ensure that there
are accurate numbers. If there is a change of numbers then informing catering staff of this can help
reduce the amount of food waste. HospitalityOnCampus, the University delivered hospitality service
asks for confirmation of numbers two days before the event.

Leftover Food

If food has been ordered through the University’s HospitalityOnCampus service, the team will ensure
that any food left over from any of their orders will be collected, and where possible, given to
charity.

When other University approved catering suppliers are used from Unibuy, staff can contact and
deliver left over food themselves using the list of approved charities below. In these cases it is
imperative that the charity that picks up the food signs the food disclaimer form.
