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Work experience Student Induction

The induction should be given to the student by their laboratory supervisor or other persons who have knowledge of the procedures. On completion the form should be signed by the supervisor and student. The form photocopied, the original sent to the Technical Resource Manager

Particular care must be taken to make sure the student is explained the Health and safety information below in great detail as they may not be familiar with University procedures and policies, or the local rules of building in which they are to work.  This is most likely to be their first experience of working in a laboratory environment and we must ensure they understand the utmost importance of the procedures outlined below.
