An email receipt of the nomination and confirmation of eligibility to be elected will be provided by me to the nominee and copied to the nominating staff listed, for verification purposes.

If, in any electoral group, more persons are nominated than there are vacancies available, an online ballot will be held as provided for in the Regulation.  Otherwise, the persons nominated will be declared elected. In the event of any tie in the number of votes, the ballot for that seat will be determined by lot.

After the close of nominations, a notice will be placed on the Senate website stating the names of the persons nominated in each electoral group, specifying (as appropriate) those who have been elected without need for a ballot and the electoral groups in which a ballot will be required. If required, ballots will be issued to eligible electors, with voting taking place online over a two week period.
