Once we have received your online order, the quoted fee will be added to the order and
confirm by email.

Once the
payment has been processed, you will be able to download the requested image(s).

Image Supply Fees

There is a standard fee of £30.00 per high resolution image.

Image supply is subject to availability; however in some cases it may be possible to arrange new
photography. There will be a minimum charge of £150.00 for this service; please enquire for further
information.

Please be aware, it can take approximately 6 weeks for images to be photographed and
processed.

Where low resolution images are available for personal or research use there will be no charge.

Reproduction Fees
All fees are for non-exclusive, one-time use only; rights are not granted in perpetuity.

Permission to reproduce an image will be granted only if obtained from the Whitworth or
Manchester Museum. The copying of images from books, magazines, printed material and
websites is strictly prohibited.

A discount of 10% will be offered for black & white reproduction, and where only a low-
resolution image is available. A 20% discount will be offered for academic publications.

For print runs less than 2,000 there will be a reduced fee of 20%
For print runs over 10,000 there will be an additional fee of 20%
For print runs over 30,000 there will be an additional fee of 40%
For print runs over 50,000 there will be an additional fee of 50%
For print runs over 100,000 there will be an additional fee of 60%
