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	Targeted Funding 2021 - Guidance



From April 2021, the DTP will devote specific targeted funding to the following research themes (in addition to our standard research funding schemes):  

· Translation 
· Play 
· Widening Participation 
· Sustainable Research 
There will be funding available to support work in these areas, broadly interpreted. Between £500 and £5000 will be available for projects such as: 
· Conferences 
· Workshops 
· Work in Progress studios
· Co-working and network initiatives
· Outreach activities 
· Knowledge exchange
· Exhibitions and performances 
· Research training 
· Research as practice 
· Residencies
· Learning by practice
· Future networks
· Enterprise activity 
· Careers and postdoctoral opportunity 
We are interested in applications that might develop into future funding applications, embed research methods, engage with non-academic partners, and/or DTP alumni.
Successful projects will be given the opportunity to develop wider bids and expand their scale in future funding rounds.

Please note that this scheme is in addition to the current student networks and Cohort Development Funding in place.
Eligible Applicants:

Funding applications should be made by groups consisting of:  

· at least one NWCDTP-funded student and students from at least two Universities, or;
· at least one NWCDTP-funded student and one DTP partner organisation, or;
· at least one NWCDTP-funded student and one PGR student from Liverpool Hope University and/ or Liverpool John Moores University, or;
· at least one current NWCDTP-student and at least one alumni of the DTP. 
· Pathway representatives and academics can apply as part of a group.
· PGR students not funded by the NWCDTP can apply as a part of a group. 

Eligible Projects must:

· Be relevant to PGR students from a wide range of arts and humanities disciplines across the DTP.

· Begin in the academic year 2020-21, but in the case of programmes of events they may continue into the following academic year, provided that this is made clear in the application.

· Generate an output or legacy of some kind: publications, podcasts, blog posts etc. as appropriate.

Eligible Costs (this list is indicative rather than exhaustive)

· Travel costs for NWCDTP students attending
· Catering within reasonable limits 
· Costs of visiting speakers (travel, accommodation, subsistence) from outside the DTP. Fees may be paid where this is in accordance with professional norms.

· Software subscription/purchase for online delivery (if event is organised remotely)
· Stationary costs (flip charts, pens ect)

Ineligible Costs

· Room hire within one of the member HEIs.

· Staff costs for academic staff within the DTP.

· Administrative costs

Applications will be processed on a monthly basis, so please ensure your application is received by 4pm on the 1st of each month. You should receive a response within two-three weeks. If the deadline is missed the application will not be processed until the following month.
