(3) Co-op are currently running a soft plastics recycling scheme for plastic bags and product wrapping (plastics that can be scrunched and that ‘ping’ back) at their stores: https://packagingeurope.com/co-op-launches-collection-scheme-for-soft-plastics/

(4) Stockport-based Plastic Shed are taking donations of specific types of plastic lids, soft stretchy plastic packaging, vinyl banners, straws, and plant pots which they creatively recycle and repurpose into useful items.  They also hold workshops and act as a community space; they share their Merseyway Workshop with a community-focussed design studio called Easy Peel Studios.

(5) An organisation called ReWorked are able to recycle lateral flow tests / facemasks / gloves / visors that would otherwise be sent to landfill (although this might not be free of charge): https://www.mygreenpod.com/articles/recycling-rapid-tests/

       Downloading the Buddlet app on a smartphone allows you to improve the sustainability of your lifestyle by choosing from a range of eco-friendly swaps to your ordinary activities/purchases.  The app is scheduled to launch on 27 August 2021.

       Downloading the Skoot app on a smartphone instantly plants 5 trees for free (and every friend referral also generates 5 additional planted trees for free), and then every journey, thereafter, that you make will be converted into 1 free planted tree.  It seems like they may change their model when they reach 1 million trees, due to the mention of the ‘1 million free tree challenge’ on their website, but for now it’s worth using.

       Downloading the Treekly app on a smartphone allows you to plant 1 tree each week for free (seemingly in Madagascar); by tracking your footsteps, using either your phone’s built-in pedometer or a fitness tracker/smartwatch, you can convert your 25,000 steps per week [5,000 each day for 5 days] into the planting of a tree.

       Downloading the TreeApp app on a smartphone allows you to plant a tree for free, in an area that it’s needed e.g. often in the Global South, every single day (up to a daily limit of trees available – you’ll know when the limit has been reached as it prevents you from planting) 

       Whilst it still seems to be in the early stages of uptake, AllotMe – marketed as the ‘Airbnb for your Garden’ sounds like a great concept –  whereby individuals can rent spaces to grow food within major cities/urban environments, and garden owners can monetise their land.

       Spare 3 minutes to fill in Currensea’s Sustainability survey and each completed survey removes 100 plastic bottles from the oceans (thanks to their Plastic Bank partnership): https://www.surveymonkey.co.uk/r/P2GFFCV

       Changing your internet browser settings to use Ecosia as the default browser means that you’ll be planting trees whilst you’re searching (approx. 45 searches = 1 tree planted).

Commission on the Conservation of Antarctic Marine Living Resources (CCAMLR) Petition 

Call On CCAMLR to protect Antarctica and secure the largest act of ocean protection in history
 
Did you know Antarctica regulates our climate, and its waters feed the fish that feed the world? But who protects Antarctica and its ocean? One international organization does, called CCAMLR (Commission on the Conservation of Antarctic Marine Living Resources). This year it has the power to create three marine protected areas: the East Antarctic MPA proposal, the Weddell Sea MPA proposal, and the Antarctic Peninsula MPA proposal—the largest act of ocean protection in history!

Chester Zoo is running a sustainability spectacular called ‘Love It For Longer’

This event, which is all about waste, marks the zoo’s 90th anniversary as a leading wildlife charity

The Love it for Longer exhibition begins on 11th June and will run until mid-October.

A range of thought-provoking art pieces have been created for the event, including a 20-foot-long chameleon made from recycled shampoo bottles, a sculpture that turns rainwater into music, and a maze made from unwanted fabric.

Additionally, a programme of events, talks, and classes focussed around waste, recycling, repurposing, and reducing consumption and waste will occur throughout the summer.

The pioneering 6R Protocol that is improving sustainability in labs and at home & on campus

The 6R lab protocol, developed in 2019 by Maggy Foster & Ruth Grady, initially to reduce plastics in labs is now expanding university-wide. 

1. Before COVID, the 6R protocol had been applied in the Faculty of Biology, Medicine, and Health (FBMH) to 12 practical lab classes, several taken by 650 students yearly, and saved 37,000 items of plastics/year and £3000/year.

1. The 6R Home and Campus protocol was developed in 2020 with two graduate students, Natalie Clarke and Rea Georghiades.  Two undergraduate students, Calista Ow and Hector Mangas Afonso, developed our logos for both protocols below.

1. The lab protocol will next be rolled out to all FBMH practical classes;  the Faculty of Science and Engineering (FSE) is beginning to adopt it too.  Plus, Lydia Wunderley will be heading a long-term project focussed around applying the protocol to FBMH research labs, specifically within the School of Biological Sciences (SBS).

1. Maggy, Ruth and Chiamaka Anoliefo, a student intern, are integrating 6R within the University of Manchester-approved lab sustainability accreditation system called Lab Efficiency Assessment Framework (LEAF).

1. 6R will soon be embedded in the curriculum. It will be advertised to Yr1 and Yr2 students as part of the Sustainability Challenge in September, and is part of 10,000 actions (student version to be released soon).
