Before operating this oven, please read these instructions completely.
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PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID POSSIBLE EXPOSURE
TO EXCESSIVE MICROWAVE ENERGY

(a) Do not attempt to operate this oven with the door open since open-door operation can
result in harmful exposure to microwave energy. It is important not to defeat or tamper with the
safety interlocks.

(b) Do not place any object between the oven front face and the door or allow soil or cleaner
residue to accumulate on sealing surfaces.

(c) WARNING : If the door or door seals are damaged, the oven must not be operated until it has
been repaired by a competent person : (1) door (bent), (2) hinges and latches(broken or

loosened), (3) door seals and sealing surfaces.

(d) WARNING : It is hazardous for anyone other than a competent person to carry out any
service or repair operation which involves the removal of a cover which gives protection
against exposure to microwave energy.

(e) WARNING : Liquids or other foods must not be heated in sealed containers since they are
liable to explode.

(f) The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm person without supervision.
Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

3. This appliance must be grounded. Connect only to a
properly grounded outlet,

4, Install or locate this appliance only in accordance with the
provided installation instructions.

5. Some products such as whole eggs and sealed containers -
for example, closed glass jars-are liable to explode and
should not be heated in this oven.

6. Use this appliance only for its intended use as described in
this manual. Do not use corrosive chemicals or vapors in this
appliance. This fype of oven is specifically designed o heat,
cook, or dry food. It is not designed for industrial or
laboratory use.

7. As with any appliance, close supervision is necessary when
used by children.

8. Do not operate this appliance if it has a damaged cord or
plug, if it is not working properly, or if it has been damaged or
dropped.

9. This appliance should be serviced only by qualified service
personnel. Contact your nearest authorized service facility
for examination, repair or adjustment.

10. Do not cover or block any openings on the appliance.

11. Do not store this appliance outdoors. Do not use this product
near water — for example, near a kitchen sink, in a wet
basement, or near a swimming pool, or similar locations.

12. Do not immerse the cord or plug in water.
13. Keep the cord away from heated surfaces.
14. Do not lel cord hang over edge of table or counter.

a) When cleaning surfaces of door and oven that comes
together on closing the door, use only mild, non-abrasive
soaps or detergents applied with a sponge or soft cloth,

16. To reduce the risk of fire in the oven cavity:

a) Do not avercook food. Carefully attend the appliance
when paper, plastic, or other com-bustible materials are
placed inside the oven to facilitate cooking.

b) Remove wire twist-ties from paper or plastic bags before
placing bag in the oven.

c) If materials inside the oven ignite, keep oven door
closed, tum oven off, and disconnect the power cord, or
shut off power at the fuse or circuit breaker panel.

d) Do not use the cavity for storage purposes. Do nol leave

paper products, cooking utensils, or food in the cavity
when not in use.

17. Do not use this microwave oven to heat comosive
chemicals (for example, sulfides and chlorides).
Vapours from such comosive chemicals may interact
with the contact and springs of the safety interlock
switches thereby rendering them inoperable.

18. Keep the waveguide cover clean at all times. Wipe the
oven interior with a soft damp cloth after each use. i you
leave grease or fat anywhere in the cavity it may
overheat, smoke or even catch fire when next using the
oven.

19. Never heat oil or fat for deep frying as you cannot
control the temperature and doing so may lead to
overheating and fire.

20. Liquids, such as water, coffee, or tea are able to be
overheated beyond the boiling point without appearing
to be boiling due to surface tension of the liquid. Visible
bubbling or boiling when the container is removed from
the microwave oven is not always present. THIS
COULD RESULT IN VERY HOT LIQUIDS SUDDENLY
BOILING OVER WHEN A SPOON OR OTHER
UTENSIL IS INSERTED INTO THE LIQUID. To reduce
the risk of injury to persons:

1) Do not overheat the liquid.

(2) Stir the liquid both before and halfway through heating it

(3) Do not use straight-sided containers with narow necks.

(4) After heating, allow the container to stand in the
microwave oven for a short time before removing the
container.

(5) Use extreme care when inserting a spoon or other
utensil into the container.

21. The contents of feeding bottles and baby jars must be
stimed or shaken and check the temperature before
consumption to avoid bums.

Keep an eye on the oven from time to time when
food is heated or cooked in disposable containers
of plastic, paper or other combustible materials.

If smoke is observed, switch off or unplug the
appliance and keep the door closed in order to
stifle any flames.

Microwave heating of berverages can result in
delayed eruptive boiling, therefore care must be
taken when handling the container.

Make sure you remove caps or lids prior to
cooking when you cook food sealed in bottles.

Do not put foreign material between the oven
surface and door. It could result in excessive
leakage of microwave energy.

Do not pop popcorn longer than the
manufacturer's directions. (popping time is
generally below 3 minutes). Longer cooking does
not yield more popped corn, it can cause
scorchings and fire.

Also, the cooking tray can become too hot to
handle or may break.

When heating food in plastic or paper containers,
keep an eye on the oven due to the possibility of
ignition.

Always test the temperature of food or drink which
has been heated in a microwave oven before you
give it to somebody, especially to children or
elderly pecople. This is important because things
which have been heated in a microwave oven
carry on getling hotter even though the microwave
oven cooking has stopped.

Eggs in their shell and whole hard-boiled eggs
should not be heated in microwave ovens since
they may explode, even after microwave heating
has ended;

Keep the waveguide cover clean at all times. Wipe
the oven interior with a soft damp cloth after each
use. If you leave grease or fat anywhere in the
cavity it may overheat, smoke or even catch fire
when next using the oven.

Never heat oil or fat for deep frying as you cannot
control the temperature and doing so may lead to
overhealing and fire.

During use the appliance becomes hot. Care
should be taken to avoid touching heating
elements inside the oven.

Do not use a steam cleaner in the oven.
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EARTHING INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance must be earthed. In the event of an electrical short circutt, earthing reduces the risk of electric shock
by providing an escape wire for the electric current. This appliance is equipped with a cord having an earthing wire
with a earthing plug. The plug must be plugged into an outlet that is properly installed and earthed.

WARNING : Improper use of the earthing plug can result in a risk of electric shock. Consult a qualified
electrician or serviceman if the earthing instructions are not completely understood, or if
doubt exists as to whether the appliance is properly earthed. If it is necessary to use an
extension cord, use only a 3-wire extension cord that has a 3-blade earthing plug, and a
3-slot receptacle that will accept the plug on the appliance.

Ventilation

Do not block air vents. If they are blocked
during operation, the oven may overheat and
eventually cause a failure. For proper
ventilation, allow above 3 inches of space
between oven sides, rear and the minimum
height of free space necesary above the top
surface of the oven is 150mm.

. Steady, flat location

This oven should be set on a steady, flat
surface. This oven is designed for counter top
use only.

. Leave space behind and side

All air vents should be kept a. If all vents are
covered during operation, the oven may
overheat and, eventually, fail.

. Away from radio and TV sets

Poor television reception and radio
interference may result if the oven is located
close to a TV, Radio antenna, feeder and so
on. Position the oven as far from them as
possible.

. Away from heating appliance and water

taps

Keep the oven away from hot air, steam or
Water spashes when choosing a place to
position it, or the insulation might be adversely
affected and breakdowns occur.

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1. Safety interlock system-Prevents the oven
from operating while the door is opened.
The oven will only operate with the door fully
closed. When the door is open, the oven turns
off and will only start again after the door is
closed.

2. Door screen-Allows viewing of food.
The screen is transparent to light, but prevents
microwaves escaping.

3. Door latch-When the door is closed it will
automatically shut off. If the door is opened
while the oven is operating, the magnetron
will automatically shut off.

When the oven is first plugged in, the display will flash * :0” and a tone will sound. If the AC power
ever turns off, the display shows “ :0" when the power comes back on.

1. Press Clock button.
Clock This is a 12 hour clock system.

2. Press Clock button once more. -
This is a 24 hour clock system. NOTE : This oven has multiple clock

systems. If you want 12 hour
clock system, omit this step.

3. Tum the dial knob to adjust hour. If you selected 12 hour system, the display will
show the hours from “1" to *12".
If you selected 24 hour system, the display will
show the hours from “0" to “23".

Although your oven is provided with safety features, it is important to observe the following:
1. It is important not to defeat or tamper with safety interlocks.

2. Do not place any object between the oven front face and the door or allow residue to accumulate on
sealing surfaces. Wipe the sealing area frequently with a mild detergent, rinse and dry. Never use
abrasive powders or pads.

3. When opened, the door must not be subjected to strain, for example, a child hanging on an opened
door or any load could cause the oven to fall forward to cause injury and also damage to the door. Do
not operate the oven if it is damaged, until it has been repaired by a competent service technician. Itis
particularly important that the oven closes properly and that there is no damage to the:

i) Door(bent)
i) Hinges and Hookes(broken or loosened)
iii) Door seals and sealing surfaces.

4. The oven should not be adjusted or repaired by anyone except a properly competent service
technician.

5. The oven should be cleaned regularly and any food deposits removed;

6. Failure to maintain the oven in a clean condition could lead to deterioration of the surface that could
adversely affect the life of the appliance and possibly result in a hazardous situation.

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COOKING INSTRUCTIONS

Only use utensils that are suitable for use in microwave ovens.
To cook food in the microwave oven, the microwaves must be able to penetrate the food, without being reflected or

absorbed by the dish used.

Care must therefore be taken choosing the utensil. If the utensil is marked microwave-safe, you do not need to

worry.

The following table lists various utensil and indicates whether and how they should be used in a microwave oven.

Utensil Safe Comments

Aluminium foil A Can be used in small quantities to protect areas against
overcooking. Arcing can occur if the foil is too close to
the oven wall or if too much foil is used.

Crust plate e Do not preheat for more than 8minutes.

China and earthenware ® Porcelain, pottery, glazed earthenware and bone china
are usually suitable, unless deco-rated with a metal trim.

Disposable polyester ® Some frozen foods are packaged in these dishes.

» Polystyrene cups containers ® Can be used to warm food. Overheating may cause the
polystyrene to melt.

= Paper bags or newspaper X May catch fire.

» Recycled paper or metal trims X May cause arcing.

Glassware

« Oven-to-table ware @ Can be used, unless decorated with a metal trim.

« Fine glassware ® Can be used to warm foods or liquids.
Delicate glass may break or crack if heated suddenly.

* Glass jars ® Must remove the lid. Suitable for warming only.

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ARCING

If you see arcing, press the the STOP/CLEAR button and correct the problem.

Arcing is the microwave term for sparks in the oven.

Arcing is caused by:

» Metal or foil touching the side of the oven.

« Foil not molded to food (upturned edges act like antennas).

* Metal, such as twist-ties, poultry pins, or gold rimmed dishes, in the microwave.

* Recycled paper towels containing small metal pieces being used in the microwave.

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MICROWAVING PRINCIPLES

Microwave energy has been used in this country to cook and reheat food since early experiments with
RADAR in World War Il. Microwaves are present in the atmosphere all the time, both naturally and from
manmade sources. Manmade sources include radar, radio, television, telecommunication links and car

phones.

The microwaves cause the water molecules to
vibrate which causes FRICTION, i.e. HEAT. This
heat then cooks the food. Microwaves are also
attracted to fat and sugar particles, and foods high
in these will cook more quickly. Microwaves can
only penetrate to a depth of 11/2- 2 inches(4-5¢cm)
and as heat spreads through the foad by
conduction, just as in a traditional oven, the food
cooks from the outside inwards.

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COOKING TECHNIQUES

STANDING TIME

Dense foods e.g. meat, jacket potatoes and cakes,
require standing time(inside or outside of the oven)
after cooking, to allow heat to finish conducting to
cook the centre completely. Wrap meat joints and
jacket potatoes in aluminium foil while standing.
Meat joints need approx. 10-15 minutes, jacket
potatoes 5 minutes. Other foods such as plated
meal, vegetables, fish etc require 2-5 minutes
standing. After defrosting food, standing time
should also be allowed. If food is not cooked after
standing time, return to the oven and cook for
additional time.

MOISTURE CONTENT

Many fresh foods e.g. vegetables and fruit, vary in
their moisture content throughout the season,
particularly jacket potatoes, For this reason cocking
times may have to be adjusted. Dry ingredients e.g.
rice, pasta, can dry out during storage so cooking
times may differ.

DENSITY

Porous airy foods heat more quickly than dense
heavy foods.

CLING FILM

Cling film helps keep the food moist and the
trapped steam assists in speeding up cooking
times. Pierce before cooking to allow excess steam
to escape. Always take care when removing cling
film from a dish as the build-up of steam will be
very hot.

SHAPE

Even shapes cook evenly. Food cooks better by
microwave when in a round container rather than
square.

SPACING

Foods cook more quickly and evenly if spaced
apart. NEVER pile foods on top of each other.

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STARTING TEMPERATURE

The colder the food, the longer it takes to heat up.
Food from a fridge takes longer to reheat than food
at room temperature.

LIQUIDS

All liquids must be stirred before and during
heating. Water especially must be stirred before
and during heating, to avoid eruption. Do not heat
liquids that have previously been boiled. DO NOT
OVERHEAT.

TURNING & STIRRING

Some foods require stirring during cooking. Meat
and poultry should be turned after half the cooking
time.

ARRANGING

Individual foods e.g. chicken portions or chops,
should be placed on a dish so that the thicker parts
are towards the outside.

QUANTITY

Small quantities cook faster than large quantities,
also small meals will reheat more quickly than large
portions.

PIERCING

The skin or membrane on some foods will cause
steam to build up during cooking. These foods
must be pierced or a strip of skin should be peeled
off before cooking to allow the steam to escape.
Eggs, potatoes, apples, sausages etc, will all need
to be pierced before cooking. DO NOT ATTEMPT
TO BOIL EGGS IN THEIR SHELLS.

COVERING

Cover foods with microwave cling film or a lid.
Cover fish, vegetables, casseroles, soups. Do not
cover cakes, sauces, jacket potatoes or pastry
items.
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DEFROSTING GUIDE

- Do not defrost covered meat. Covering might allow cooking to take place. Always remove outer wrap and
fray. Use only containers that are microwave-safe.

« Begin defrosting whole poultry breast-side- down. Begin defrosting roasts fat-side-down.

« The shape of the package alters the defrosting time. Shallow rectangular shapes defrost more quickly
than a deep block.

- After /3 of the defrost time has elapsed, check the food. You may wish to tum over, break apart,
rearrange or remove thawed paortions of the food.

« During defrost, the oven will prompt you to turn the food over. At this point, open the oven door and
check the food. Follow the techniques listed below for optimum defrost results.
Then, close the oven door, touch the START pad to complete defrosting.

+ When defrosted, food should be cool, but softened in all areas. If still slightly icy, retum to microwave
oven very briefly, or let stand a few minutes. After defrosting, allow food to stand 5-60 minutes if there are
any icy areas.

Poultry and fish may be placed under running cool water until defrosted

< Turn over : Roast, ribs, whole poultry, turkey breasts, hot dogs, sausages, steaks, or chops.

%> Rearrange : Break apart or separate steaks, chops, hamburgers, ground meat, chicken or seafood
pieces, chunks of meat such as stewing beef.

%> Shield : Use small strips of aluminum foil to protect thin areas or edges of unevenly shaped foods such
as chicken wings. To prevent arcing, do not allow foil to come within 1-inch of oven walls or door.

= Remove : To prevent cooking, thawed portions should be removed from the oven at this point. May be
shorter defrost time for food weighing less than 3 Ibs.(1350g).
