Clean the iron with a clean damp cloth.

Always remove the mains lead before cleaning.

Do not use any abrasive cleaning agents.

To clean the iron and remove deposits of starch and humid
substances, rub it with a piece of cloth soaked in a mixture

Operation Guide

1. Some parts of the iron have been slightly greased. When the
iron is used for the first time, you may notice a slight emission
of smoke and hear some sounds made by expanding
plastics. This is quite normal and it stops after a short time.

2. Remove any stickers, protective foil or storage cover from the
soleplate.

3. Textile which has been applied (gloss, crinkle, relief etc.) is
best ironed at lower temperature.

4. Sort the laundry to be ironed according to the international
symbols on the garment label, or if it is missing according to
the type of fabric.

5. Temperature guide

Follow the ironing instructions on the garment label. If there are
no instructions but you know the type of fabric, please consult
the table.

Warning: If the fabric consists of various kinds of fabrics, always
select the temperature required by the most delicate fabric.

1. Ensure the steam bution is off, and the plug is
disconnected from the socket.
2. Raise the tip of the iron to help the water enter the
opening without overflowing.
3. When you finishing ironing. empty the water reservoir.
4. You can use normal tap water. However if the water in
your area is very hard, it is advisable to use distilled water.

Steam ironing

1. Fill with water according to instructions, and stand the iron
onits end.

2. Insert plug into the mains (ensure the comrect voltage is
used).

3. Move the steam selector to a position between minimum
and maximum depending on the quantity of steam
required and the temperature.

4. When the iron is heated up the temperature indicator will
be lit,

5. Set the steam button to Steam spray a couple of times
and begin ironing.

Spraying
Laundry can be moistened at any temperature using the
spray button twice. Before spraying ensure that there is
enough water in the reservoir. Press the spray button siowly
for a dense spray or quickly for a vaporized spray.
Warning for delicate fabrics we recommend spray function, or
putting a. damp cloth between the iron and the fabric. To avoid
staining do not use the spray on silk or synthetic fabrics.

Dry ironing

1. To iron without steam, follow the instructions in section
steam ironing leaving the steam position on 0.

2. Insert the mains plug into the wall socket.

3. Set the temperature dial to the comect temperature for
your fabric.

4. Wait until the temperature control light goes off, then you
can begin ironing.

After lIroning
1. Disconnect the plug of the iron from the socket, empty
the reservoir by tumning the iron upside down and gently
shaking it.
2. Leave the iron to cool down completely in a vertical
position and always store the iron in safe dry place.
