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Glossary – acronyms and definitions which may be featured in the Patient and Public Involvement and Engagement (PPIE) Celebration Event 2022


Intersectionality - We are all made up of a range of social identities, for example; race, religion, age, gender, sexuality, disability, etc. Choosing just one of these identifiers is impossible, which is why intersectionality is so significant. Intersectionality is the complex way these many social identities overlap, affecting the discrimination and prejudice a person experiences. For example, a BAME woman may face sexism and racism in the workplace.

Inclusion is the idea that everyone should be able to use the same facilities, take part in the same activities, and enjoy the same experiences, including people who have a disability or other disadvantage. 

Equality, diversity and inclusion (EDI) describes the way the University is committed to providing an environment free from discrimination, bullying, harassment or victimisation, where all members of its community are treated with respect and dignity. It aims to create a culture of diversity within its community, providing a dynamic working and learning environment, where all members are valued for their contribution and individuality.

Pronouns describe a person’s gender identity (e.g. he/she/they/ze etc.), As another step towards full inclusivity people are encouraged to include their gender pronoun on their e-mail signature and Zoom screen etc. Listing pronouns helps remove another barrier for our non-binary and trans communities, which is why it's important that people include their pronouns on their profiles as well.
When people include their pronouns, it helps normalise the practice and is an easy way to prevent misgendering. It also helps demonstrate the point that whether someone is cis or trans, their pronouns should never be assumed.

PPI: Patient and Public Involvement. 
Public involvement is an active partnership between patients and/or members of the public. Involvement is defined as work carried out 'with' or 'by' members of the public rather than 'to', 'about' or 'for' them (as defined by INVOLVE). 

PPIE: Patient and Public Engagement.
Public engagement describes the many ways in which the activity and benefits of research can be shared with the public. Engagement is by definition a two-way process, involving interaction and listening, with the goal of generating mutual benefit.

Public Contributor commonly describes members of the public involved and engaged in the Faculty’s teaching and/or research. A Public Contributor can also been known as a ‘lay representative.’

Social Responsibility (SR) describes the way the University is making a difference to the social and economic well-being of our communities through our teaching, research, and public events and activities.

The Forum provides strategic direction to the Faculty’s Patient and Public Involvement and Public Engagement (PPIE) community, and is a central point for staff, students and Public Contributors to receive information and advice on PPIE. Co-design is an approach to creative practice, and is often used as an umbrella term for participatory, co-creation and open design processes. As experts in their own experience, users or clients are central to the design process. Social media is a term referring to websites and applications that enable users to create and share content or to participate in social networking. Examples of social media include Twitter and Facebook.

Digital technologies are electronic tools, systems, devices and resources that generate, store or process data. Examples include video streaming, websites and blogs, and social media.

Governance refers to the ways in which organisations are managed and how decisions are made. It typically reflects the three dimensions of authority, decision-making and accountability. 

NICE stands for the National Institute for Health and Care Excellence which creates guidelines to improve patient safety and reduce the risk of harm across the health system.

National Co-ordinating Centre for Public Engagement (NCCPE) has an international reputation for inspiring and supporting universities to engage with the public. Find out more here.

Research Excellence Framework (REF) is the system for assessing the quality of research in UK higher education institutions.

Teaching Excellence and Student Outcomes Framework (TEF) is a national exercise, introduced by the government in England. It assesses excellence in teaching at universities and colleges, and how each higher education provider ensures excellent outcomes for their students in terms of graduate-level employment or further study.

The Times Higher Education (THE) World University Rankings measure an institution’s performance across four areas: teaching, research, knowledge transfer and international outlook. 
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
