Fix it courses: basics in electrical + clothing repairs

·       There are a number of ways that you can recycle single-use plastics both within Manchester and further afield: 
 
       (1) Recycling points for single-use face masks across UoM campus are now available.
 
(2) Co-op have been running a soft plastics recycling scheme for plastic bags and product wrapping (plastics that can be scrunched and that ‘ping’ back) at their stores.  As an aside, yet still very much relevant to sustainability, Co-op are also helping to expand Hubbub’s Community Fridge Network, a programme that can potentially tackle a number of societal ills, including: food waste, food poverty, and social isolation.
 
(3) Stockport-based Plastic Shed have temporarily stopped taking donations of specific types of plastic lids, soft stretchy plastic packaging, vinyl banners, straws, and plant pots but are creatively recycling and repurposing their existing stock into useful items.  They also hold workshops and act as a community space; they share their Merseyway Workshop with a community-focussed design studio called Easy Peel Studios, who also run their own events too. 
 
(4) An organisation called ReWorked partnered with Boots to offer beauty product recycling.  They also offer the ability to recycle lateral flow tests / face masks / disposable gloves / visors and many other household items but a recycling box must be purchased from their online shop (starting at £50 for each box, it is likely to be more cost-effective to share boxes in groups/organisations, although, then more boxes will likely need to be purchased).

·       Dr. Emily Heath of Scientists for Global Responsibility has shared 9 tips to encourage a culture of climate activism in universities.

·       In Spring 2022, the Department for Education (DfE) released a new policy paper entitled ‘Sustainability and climate change: a strategy for the education and children’s services systems’, setting out key goals such as the introduction of a Natural History GCSE, a National Education Nature Park (NENP), a Climate Leaders Award (CLA), and a National Climate Education Action Plan (NCEAP).  MMU are champions of the NENP and CLA, whereas The University of Reading will lead the implementation of the NCEAP. 

·       Do you own land (or know of potentially suitable land) for tree planting? Fill in this form and let the people behind TreeApp know.

·       UCL’s Generation One collective have created their own Climate Podcast.
 
·       The new Sustainable Futures careers course, targeted at teenagers (14-18y.o.), has been developed by WWF-UK in an attempt to bolster the next generation with a greater awareness of sustainability as they decide upon their future careers.
 
·       The Garden offers a wide array of talks on a wide range of topics, many of which are relevant to environmental sustainability. 
 
·       Kudos an online tool for improving research impact, has recently created a climate change knowledge cooperative to aid the sharing of the latest climate change research in a non-technical / comprehensible format.
 
·       A better future for our woodlands: 12 ideas to help British forests grow

·       Downloading the MyWorld app (formerly MyTrees website) on a smartphone provides an assortment of ways to tackle climate change, you can track and record your everyday eco-actions as well as making real world impact and earn ‘Karma coins’ as a reward, then link your bank account and start earning or exchange your coins for green perks.

·       Downloading the long-awaited Tred app on a smartphone could potentially provide you with a tree-planting credit card that allows you to track the carbon footprint of your spending, gain discounts on eco-friendly products, and earn rewards for engaging in environmentally beneficial actions.

·       Downloading the WeAre8 app on a smartphone affords you with a way of tackling eight different themes of societal issues: climate, peace, education, health, animals, poverty, water, and equality.  WeAre8 is essentially an ethically oriented advertising platform – the video on the WeAre8 manifesto webpage mentions that for every 1 minute of advertising you watch you will receive £0.15 and charities will receive £0.01, although it seems that these figures may vary.

·       Downloading the GreenLife app on a smartphone provides you with daily tips to help you on your journey towards sustainable living and carbon neutrality; the website also provides a handy countdown to around 2028, seemingly the year by which they hope to achieve net zero emissions.
 
·       Downloading the Buddlet app on a smartphone allows you to improve the sustainability of your lifestyle by choosing from a range of eco-friendly swaps to your ordinary activities/purchases.  The app was scheduled to launch on 27 August 2021, currently only available via Apple devices.
 
·       Downloading the Skoot app on a smartphone instantly plants 5 trees for free (and every friend referral also generates 5 additional planted trees for free), and then every journey, thereafter, that you make will be converted into 1 free planted tree.  It seems like they may change their model when they reach 1 million trees, due to the mention of the ‘1 million free tree challenge’ on their website, but for now it’s worth using.
 
·       Downloading the Treekly app on a smartphone allows you to plant 1 tree each week for free (seemingly in Madagascar); by tracking your footsteps, using either your phone’s built-in pedometer or a fitness tracker/smartwatch, you can convert your 25,000 steps per week [5,000 each day for 5 days] into the planting of a tree.
 
·       Downloading the TreeApp app on a smartphone allows you to plant a tree for free, in an area that it’s needed e.g. often in the Global South, every single day (up to a daily limit of trees available – you’ll know when the limit has been reached as it prevents you from planting) 
 
·       Whilst it still seems to be in the early stages of uptake, AllotMe – marketed as the ‘Airbnb for your Garden’ sounds like a great concept –  whereby individuals can rent spaces to grow food within major cities/urban environments, and garden owners can monetise their land.
 
·       Spare 3 minutes to fill in Currensea’s Sustainability survey and each completed survey removes 100 plastic bottles from the oceans (thanks to their Plastic Bank partnership).
  
·       A CO2 widget created to communicate daily levels of CO2 by Matthew Shribman, his colleagues, and University of Cambridge / Cambridge Zero.  There is also the Climate Action Tracker (CAT) that can be used to keep track of global climate action.
 
·       Some suggested climate actions have been listed by Ecologi on their It’s Time website.
 
·       Really useful links to organisations who are promoting circular economy initiatives; besides many organisations will now offer their own in-house recycling schemes, as is the case for Google Devices; yet there are many other organisations, like Music Magpie and Mazuma Mobile, that will pay you for items that you trade in.

118 MPs are now supporting the CEE Bill, tabled by Caroline Lucas MP, across all nations of the UK
 
Parliament declared a Climate Emergency back in 2019 – but actions haven’t matched their words. An emergency requires strong, decisive action to reverse the climate and ecological crisis … Enter the CEE Bill.
 
The Bill requires the UK to take responsibility for its fair share of greenhouse gas emissions, to actively restore biodiverse habitats, and to stop damaging our natural world through the production, transportation and disposal of the goods we consume.

Earlier this year, when the Government announced it would use a loophole to temporarily allow the “emergency” use of banned bee-killing pesticides by sugar farmers, the Co-operative Party fought until the Government reversed its decision.
 
The Government has already said they “anticipate” that the emergency authorisations loophole – which allows bee-killing pesticides to be used – may be “needed” again in 2022 and 2023.
