Application for SALC PhD Research Travel Support Fund, 2023-24

Guidance

The School of Arts, Languages and Cultures has limited funds available to help meet the research expenses of its postgraduate students. Unfortunately, it is not in a position to meet all expenses, but will can make contributions to the expenses of all successful applicants. Awards from the fund are distributed on a competitive basis. There are four application deadlines:

Round 1: 27th November 2023
Round 2: 5th February 2024

Round 3: 8th April 2024

Round 4: 8th July 2024

All registered MPhil and PhD students in their prescribed period of study are eligible to apply. Students in their submission pending period are not eligible to apply. If you are eligible to apply to funding from an external source to support your trip, such as awards available to Research Council students (i.e., NWSSDTP, NWCDTP etc), you must draw upon these first.

This fund is primarily intended to be used for travel for the purposes of conference attendance, visiting libraries, archives and similar institutions, or other research-based activities that involve the need for travel and accommodation. Students seeking support for approved Fieldwork should instead apply for a SALC Fieldwork Bursary.
The university is committed to sustainable travel, where possible. There is a Sustainable Travel Top-Up Fund available via a separate application form. If your travel costs are more expensive due to selecting a journey with lower carbon emissions, you can apply for this top-up via the Sustainable Travel online form.
