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Application for Project Funding

Students as Partners (SaP) invite applications for small grants of up to £150 for student-centred projects, activities and evaluation. Projects can be organised by students or staff but the most effective projects have occurred when students and staff have worked together.
Bidding for funding is a painless process! Your completed bid should be between one and two sides of A4 (which shouldn’t be too taxing!).

What it does need to be is a clear and simple statement (which could be published on the website) outlining the following five areas:

· Who you are

· What you aim to do

· How you aim to do it

· Amount of money requested from SaP & how the project will be funded and sustained in the future

· Evaluation and reflection

Who you are:

We advise that both students and staff are involved in any project.

Remember to include the following in this section:

Name of Discipline, School and Faculty

Name of project co-ordinator(s) and contact details

What you aim to do:

The main aim of any funded project is to involve students as partners in learning and development and to get them more involved in discipline activities, enhancing the student experience. SaP projects also provide an opportunity for students to develop transferable skills through working on projects with their peers. 
Remember to include the following in this section:

Introduction and background to the project

Brief outline of proposed project

Aims and objectives

Who will benefit (number of students to be affected by the project) and how?

How you are going to do it:

The best projects are often borne out of the simplest ideas. However the easiest way to ensure success is to plan well in advance, it is important to anticipate as many problems as you can and to allow enough time in applying for funds.
SaP funding needs to be “match funded”. However it does not necessarily have to be matched pound for pound. Instead it can be matched in kind with staff members donating their time free of charge or the School providing a venue for free.

Remember to include the following in this section:

Time scale for project

Who will do what?

Details of “match funding” in cash or in “kind”

Amount of money requested from SaP & how the project will be funded and sustained in the future

SaP has limited funds and usually the largest grants we offer are £250, we advise you to think carefully about the amount of money you really need in applying for funding. We will require a full breakdown of what the monies will be spent on and we will need to see invoices and/or receipts.
SaP funding is one-off, pump priming funding. You will need to have thought about and identified potential future funding for the continuation of the activity or project after the pilot.

Remember to include the following in this section:

The amount of money requested from SaP

A full and accurate breakdown of what the money is to be spent on

How will the project be funded in the future? 

How you will embed and continue the scheme/activity/project?

Evaluation and reflection:

With any kind of project it is important to reflect and learn as it develops. For a project to develop successfully you have to evaluate what is going well and what is problematic. The evaluation after the project to measure the success and impact will be important in helping others in future projects. 
Remember to include the following in this section:

Ways in which you will evaluate the project

How you will gather student and/or staff feedback

Students as Partners support and assistance
