	Referencing, Not Plagiarism!

	Length
	c. 45 minutes

	Learning Objectives
	During this session students will:

· Understand how referencing can help with researching and writing of the EPQ 
· Learn how and when referencing is required

· Recognise plagiarism and bad writing practice

· Practice good referencing techniques 

· Avoid plagiarising by understanding the importance of good note taking and referencing. 

· 

	Materials required
	· Blank paper: A4 or larger if available (3-4 sheets per group)

· 6 printed examples of pieces of students work and the original source that they have used.  1 set per group. Each source should be numbered.   
(Preferably teachers would print one set for each group onto cardboard before the session, and laminate so they can be re-used)
· Large piece of paper divided into 3 columns with the following    headings, Plagiarism, Bad Practice, acceptable written at the top of each column.
· Printed Referencing and Plagiarism FAQ sheet. 

	Activities included
	This session includes a number of short exploratory activities, conducted in groups of 4-6 students 

Activity 1 – What should I reference?

In groups, write down on a large piece of paper as many things as they can think of that would require referencing. Go through the answers group by group until all answers have been read out.

Activity 2 – Referencing true or false?

Using the 10 statements provided, the students need to decide if they are true or false. Could either be in groups, writing the answers down on flip chart paper or as a whole group raising hands with discussion after each answer. Can also use less than 10 
statements if time is an issue. 
Activity 4 – Choose Your Method

Read out the example and get the class to discuss in groups what they think the answer is from the available options, pick a group to answer and then reveal the correct answer
Activity 5 – Recognising plagiarism

Students will work in groups of 4-6 and will be given 6 examples of a student’s work, and the original source. They will be given a large piece of paper with 3 columns headed

Plagiarism

Bad Practice

Acceptable

After discussing each one, they will place the examples in the correct columns.
